Over the piece the Dons enjoyed 
greater possession both in terms of 
time and territory and it was testi-
mony to current champions Dubliner 
that they were unable to add further to 
their solitary strike but the result was 
a fair reflection of the balance of play. 
For the Dons everyone was a hero 
with no poor performances on dis-
play. For Dubliner despite suffering 
back to back defeats for possibly the 
first time ever there were plenty of 
signs that they will not be giving up 
their champions any time too soon.

It was third time lucky 
for Londoner in their 
quest to defeat 4 time 
champions Dubliner in 
an absorbing match 
that saw them score the 
only goal of the game.
